Jesus sustains us; He is our Peace

Leviticus 2-3
Through these Old Testament scriptures God is showing us pictures of who Jesus is and what He would do when He came.  Every facet of the Levitical worship in the Old Testament works together to create a vivid image of the living reality that is revealed in the New Testament when Jesus came to earth.  

The shadowy revelation of Christ in the Old Testament is revealed in 3-D living color in the New Testament.  Colossians 2:16-17 teaches us that the Old Testament rituals were a shadow of things to come; but the body is of Christ.  Obviously, we want to focus on the body rather than the shadow; however, these Old Testament shadows teach us a great deal about Christ, and by studying these passages our faith increases as we see the Lord revealed hundreds of years before He came.  
So, as you read from Genesis through Malachi in the Old Testament, you see Jesus through it all.  We can be sure of this because Jesus did a marvelous thing.  He sent the Holy Spirit to teach us all things and bring to mind what He has taught us (John 14:26).  This promise was fulfilled for the first disciples and it applies to us too.  So, we can ask the Holy Spirit to open the Word for us and to help us understand what God is teaching us through all of it, not just in the New Testament where the life of Christ is clearly revealed but also in the Old Testament where it was concealed in shadow. 
As you read through the book of Acts, through Paul’s letters and the other New Testament books, you realize that a lot of it is really elaboration on Old Testament scripture.  A lot of the New Testament messages were Old Testament Bible studies that were taught as the Holy Spirit opened the understanding of the teacher and the hearers.  Each of these studies points to Christ.  We can look at the Old Testament the same way and see Jesus in the volume of the book as we are told in Psalm 40:7.  

When I saw Jesus Christ, the Messiah, clearly spoken of throughout the Old Testament, I was convicted of my sin and said, “This has to be true.  Oh no, I’ve got a problem!  I am living in opposition with the God of the universe!”  But I could also see the grace of God in the Old Testament and see that He had made provision for my forgiveness through the death and resurrection of His Son, Jesus Christ.  As a believer, my faith was greatly increased to see that God had been speaking of the coming of Jesus for over 1500 years!  The God who can do this can be trusted to care for us and fulfill the promises that He has given us in His Word. 
In our last message, we looked at the burnt offering.  
Today, we are looking at two more Levitical sacrifices: the meal offering and the peace offering.
You may remember that neither the high priest nor the priests ate of the burnt offering.  The burnt offering was completely burned on the altar.  It is a picture of the life of Christ given completely to the Father through His death on the cross.  

You are going to see in today’s message that the priests did partake of the meat (or “meal”) offerings and the peace offerings.  So, God is showing us something in these offerings that is different from the burnt offering.  As you recall from our last lesson, the priests are a type or a foreshadowing of believers in Jesus.  I Peter 2:5 and Revelation 1:5-6
 teach us that we are believer-priests.  So, as we look at these two Old Testament offerings, we know that the Lord is teaching us something about our involvement in the life and death of Jesus Christ just as the priests were involved in partaking of the sacrifices of the meal and peace offerings.
Let’s open the Word.

 And when any will offer a meat offering (or “meal offering”) unto the LORD, his offering shall be of fine flour; and he shall pour oil upon it, and put frankincense thereon:  And he shall bring it to Aaron's sons the priests: and he shall take thereout his handful of the flour thereof, and of the oil thereof, with all the frankincense thereof; and the priest shall burn the memorial of it upon the altar, to be an offering made by fire, of a sweet savour (or a “satisfying aroma”) unto the LORD:  And the remnant of the meat offering shall be Aaron's and his sons': it is a thing most holy of the offerings of the LORD made by fire.
And if thou bring an oblation of a meat offering baken in the oven, it shall be unleavened cakes of fine flour mingled with oil, or unleavened wafers anointed with oil.  
And if thy oblation be a meat offering baken in a pan (on a griddle) , it shall be of fine flour unleavened, mingled with oil.   Thou shalt part it in pieces, and pour oil thereon: it is a meat offering.  And if thy oblation be a meat offering baken in the fryingpan (a pot or cauldron usually used for boiling), it shall be made of fine flour with oil.  And thou shalt bring the meat offering that is made of these things unto the LORD: and when it is presented unto the priest, he shall bring it unto the altar.  And the priest shall take from the meat offering a memorial thereof, and shall burn it upon the altar: it is an offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.  And that which is left of the meat offering shall be Aaron's and his sons': it is a thing most holy of the offerings of the LORD made by fire.   
No meat offering, which ye shall bring unto the LORD, shall be made with leaven: for ye shall burn no leaven, nor any honey, in any offering of the LORD made by fire.   As for the oblation of the firstfruits, ye shall offer them unto the LORD: but they shall not be burnt on the altar for a sweet savour.  And every oblation of thy meat offering shalt thou season with salt; neither shalt thou suffer the salt of the covenant of thy God to be lacking from thy meat offering: with all thine offerings thou shalt offer salt.  
And if thou offer a meat offering of thy firstfruits unto the LORD, thou shalt offer for the meat offering of thy firstfruits green ears of corn dried by the fire, even corn beaten out of full ears.  And thou shalt put oil upon it, and lay frankincense thereon: it is a meat offering.  And the priest shall burn the memorial of it, part of the beaten corn thereof, and part of the oil thereof, with all the frankincense thereof: it is an offering made by fire unto the LORD.                              Leviticus 2:1-16    
So, there you have it – the preparation of the meal offering in vivid detail.  What is that all about?  Well keep in mind that each of the offerings is telling us something about Jesus.
First of all, let’s clarify a term used to describe this offering.  The King James Version (KJV) translates the Hebrew word minchah as “meat offering”.  In the 1600’s when the KJV was translated meals were referred to as “meat”.  When you ate supper you were “sitting down to meat”.  Minchah actually means “apportion, or to bestow a donation”.  As you can see from the contents of the offering, there is no meat (as we understand the word) in it.  That is why many other translations call it the “meal offering” and for our understanding, that is the way we will refer to it too.  Or if you read the New King James Version you will see that it is called the “grain offering” because it consists primarily of flour made from grain.
So, let’s look first at this offering of fine flour, oil and frankincense.  You notice first of all that there is no mention of blood, unlike the other sacrifices proscribed in Leviticus, there is no animal sacrifice in the meal offering.  There is no mention of death in it.  The meal offering, rather than speaking of the death of Jesus Christ, speaks of the perfect life Jesus lived before the Father.  The ingredients in this offering express the perfection of His earthly life.  
The first ingredient in the meal offering was fine flour.  Literally, that is flour that has been thoroughly sifted.  It was without impurities.  There was no coarseness; there was no unevenness in it.   This foreshadows the perfection of Jesus Christ.  He was sinless, He was perfect.  Not only was He perfect in action, He was perfect in word.  Not only was He perfect in word, He was perfect in thought.  He was perfectly even, perfectly balanced.  And as He was sifted and tested in life, He was found consistently pure, without any hint of coarseness or roughness.
How could anyone else ever do what Jesus did?  Only Jesus could live a perfect life in human form.  He lived in an earthly, human family in a community of fallen people yet He was perfect.  He grew up as a carpenter’s son.  What does a perfect carpenter’s helper say when he hits his finger with a hammer?  I don’t know.  But I know that Jesus was perfect.  He dwelled among us; the perfect among the imperfect.  

As we read through the gospels we see that the life and ministry of Jesus was absolutely perfect.  We may not always understand why Jesus did some of the things that He did.  His disciples didn’t understand some of His words or actions either.  Peter even tried to correct Him.  Imagine that, correcting God!  No doubt, we have made the same mistake at times when we didn’t understand or like the way that the Lord was allowing certain events in our lives.  But understand Him or not, we can always know that then and now, He acts, speaks and yes, even thinks perfectly.  So, if there is any correction that needs to be made, it is in us, not in Him.
When you think about it, Jesus accomplished two amazing things in His earthly life.  First of all, He finished all that the Father had asked Him to do
.  He completed the most comprehensive “to do list” ever given by a father to a son.  During Jesus life, He fulfilled all of the prophecies that the Messiah was to fulfill in His first coming.  Bible scholars estimate the number of fulfilled prophecies at more than 200.

Secondly, and even more amazing, He only did those things that pleased the Father
.  Now completing the “to do” list that the Father gave Him was miraculous, something that only the Son could do.    But to NEVER do anything that would displease the Father is even more amazing.  

The more we look at the life of Christ lived on this earth, the more ridiculous it is to believe that Jesus was just a man.  No mere mortal could ever possibly accomplish ALL that the Father wanted done much less NEVER do anything that the Father did not want done.  

Looking into the perfect life of Jesus changes our life.  We can open the Word with an open heart and an open mind and pray, “Lord, I know that you are perfect, I know that your Word is perfect.  Help me to understand it.  Help me to see where I need to make the adjustments in my own thoughts, in my own words and in my own actions.”  And He meets us there and by the power of His Holy Spirit, He shows us the way.

In His earthly life, Jesus was perfect.  Fine flour was used in the meal offering as a picture of His perfection.
The fine flour was mingled with oil and oil was poured on top of it.  The offerer could bring the offering as a cake or he could bring the ingredients to the priests for them to prepare.  The cakes could be prepared in the oven, grilled on a griddle or boiled in a pot. But in each case, the ingredients were the same.  The oil was mingled with and poured on top of the offering.  
This is very interesting because, as you know, oil is used as a type
 of the Holy Spirit in scripture.  In this offering, oil was applied in two specific ways.  First, it was mingled or mixed in the cake.  How does this relate to Jesus?  Well how was the body of Jesus formed?  Luke 1:35 says that the Holy Spirit would come upon Mary and she would conceive “that holy thing which would be called the Son of God”.  Just as the oil was mixed into the meal offering, the Holy Spirit was intimately involved in forming Jesus’ earthly body.  
Not only was the oil mixed with the flour in the meal offering, it was also poured on top of it.  What does this have to do with the life of Jesus?  He was anointed by the Holy Spirit.  In the third chapter of Matthew, Jesus came out of the Jordan River and the Holy Spirit came upon Him.  Matthew 3:16 says, And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him.  Jesus was anointed by the Holy Spirit just as the meal offering was anointed by the oil, the same oil that was also mixed in it.   
There was another ingredient in the offering – frankincense.  Oil typified the power of Jesus’ ministry; frankincense was a type of the object of Jesus’ ministry.  Frankincense is mentioned seventeen times in scripture; in all cases it speaks of the glory of God.  It had a very pleasant aroma; it gave off a sweet savor that ascended upward to heaven.  

The aim of Jesus’ life was to glorify the Father.  All of His thoughts were focused on it.  Jesus’ perfect life glorified the Father.  In John 17:4, Jesus told the Father, I have glorified thee on the earth: I have finished the work which thou gavest me to do.  His obedience to do all that was commanded brought glory to God the Father and His perfect earthly life was a sweet savor to the LORD.   

The very nature of Jesus’ life on earth is summarized in the statements of Philippians 2:5-8:

Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.  
Verses 10-11 describes the result of Jesus‘ obedience: 
That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.  
His life was perfect; His obedience complete.  As a result, the glory given to Jesus also gblorifies the Father.
Two ingredients are specifically excluded from the meal offering - leaven and honey.  Leaven is used in the Bible as a type or a symbol of sin.  It is interesting to note that leavened bread spoils more quickly than unleavened bread just as sin spoils the life of the believer.  We are warned in Matthew 16:6 and Luke 12:1 to beware of the leaven of the Pharisees; I Corinthians 5:6-8 encourages us to purge out the leaven in us.  As men, we have issues with sin and leaven.  We struggle, the spirit wars against the flesh and the flesh against the spirit.  If the meal offering foreshadowed us, it would have to include leaven.  But there was no leaven in the meal offering because there was no sin in the One it points to.  Jesus was sinless; therefore, no leaven.

But what does the exclusion of honey tell us?  Honey is rarely mentioned in scripture but its purpose is to make things sweeter or more attractive and there was nothing added to the life of Christ to make it sweeter or more attractive.  There was no flattery.  There was no unnecessary honey in the life of Jesus; He was very genuine.  He spoke the truth in love.  He wasn’t harsh but He wasn’t flattering either.
One of the blessings of being in Jesus is that we can be real with people too.  We don’t have to hide anything; nor do we have to flatter.  We can be genuine with people because we serve a God who is very genuine.

The meal offering was cooked by fire.  This isn’t the fire of judgment; this is the fire that proves what is in the offering.  It tests, it assays, and it brings out the aroma of the mixture.  In Jesus’ life, the fiery trials brought out the perfection that was already there.  
The glory of God was revealed particularly as Jesus endured the fiery trials of this life.  The hotter the trial, the sweeter the aroma because He always pleased the Father.  
In our lives, fiery trials purge, they purify, and they also reveal the Godly character that the Holy Spirit is working into our lives.  From time to time, trials burn hot in a certain area of our lives as the Lord teaches us to trust Him with every aspect of our lives.  Sometimes, we may struggle with turning our finances over to Him.  Then, when we choose to submit this part of our life to the Lord and He is glorified as He proves Himself faithful in meeting the need.  Then the fire burns somewhere else, maybe it burns off an old relationship that the Lord had been directing us give up.  As a result, we struggle and struggle and the aroma isn’t quite so sweet for a while.  But when we finally give it over to the Lord, the impurities are burned away and He is glorified as we grow closer to Him.  Then the aroma of a life lived in Christ is once again pleasing to the Father.

In the life of Jesus, the aroma produced by the fire was always sweet because He always pleased the Father.  The tests of His life did not burn away impurities because there were none to remove.  

The most wonderful part of this offering to me is that the priests got to eat it!  They partook of the meal offering.  They were sustained by the offering on the altar.  As a Christian, we are sustained by the life of Jesus, the Bread of Life.

Jesus provided His life to sustain us.  In John 6:27, He told His followers, Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you.  
How can we partake of Jesus’ life?  First of all, we have to confess our sins, repent and ask Jesus to be the Lord of our life.  Then we consume His Word as our daily diet and ask the Holy Spirit to help us understand it.  By doing so, we will see God’s Word change our life.  It is amazing how Christ-like you become when you start the day by having breakfast with the King of the universe!  Get into the Word in the morning; feast on the Lord’s provision through the day.  

If we choose to live without God’s provision, then we get to deal with the consequences of that decision.  A lot of what people call trials are nothing but the consequences of bad decisions made without seeking the Lord for direction.  If you are trusting in your own skill, or your own knowledge or your own provision, then you will make huge mistakes and you will miss the blessing of walking with Jesus.  God has given us a divine diet for this life – we get to partake of Him.  The more we partake of the life of Christ, the more we grow as healthy Christians. 
In Leviticus chapter three 
we turn our attention to the peace offering.

And if his oblation be a sacrifice of peace offering, if he offer it of the herd; whether it be a male or female, he shall offer it without blemish before the LORD.  And he shall lay his hand upon the head of his offering, and kill it at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation: and Aaron's sons the priests shall sprinkle the blood upon the altar round about.  And he shall offer of the sacrifice of the peace offering an offering made by fire unto the LORD; the fat that covereth the inwards, and all the fat that is upon the inwards,  And the two kidneys, and the fat that is on them, which is by the flanks, and the caul above the liver, with the kidneys, it shall he take away.  And Aaron's sons shall burn it on the altar upon the burnt sacrifice, which is upon the wood that is on the fire: it is an offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.  
And if his offering for a sacrifice of peace offering unto the LORD be of the flock; male or female, he shall offer it without blemish.  If he offer a lamb for his offering, then shall he offer it before the LORD.  And he shall lay his hand upon the head of his offering, and kill it before the tabernacle of the congregation: and Aaron's sons shall sprinkle the blood thereof round about upon the altar.
And he shall offer of the sacrifice of the peace offering an offering made by fire unto the LORD; the fat thereof, and the whole rump, it shall he take off hard by the backbone; and the fat that covereth the inwards, and all the fat that is upon the inwards,  And the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them, which is by the flanks, and the caul above the liver, with the kidneys, it shall he take away.  And the priest shall burn it upon the altar: it is the food of the offering made by fire unto the LORD.  
And if his offering be a goat, then he shall offer it before the LORD.  And he shall lay his hand upon the head of it, and kill it before the tabernacle of the congregation: and the sons of Aaron shall sprinkle the blood thereof upon the altar round about.  And he shall offer thereof his offering, even an offering made by fire unto the LORD; the fat that covereth the inwards, and all the fat that is upon the inwards,  And the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them, which is by the flanks, and the caul above the liver, with the kidneys, it shall he take away.  And the priest shall burn them upon the altar: it is the food of the offering made by fire for a sweet savour: all the fat is the LORD'S.  
It shall be a perpetual statute for your generations throughout all your dwellings, that ye eat neither fat nor blood.  
                                                                             Leviticus 3:1-17
We will take only a brief look at the peace offering.  But it is interesting to see, again, in this passage how specific God is regarding how He is to be worshipped.  He did not leave anything to the imagination of the Israelites nor does He leave anything to ours.  The Bible is clear, we cannot get to God the Father without coming though Jesus Christ, God the Son.  And we mean the Jesus Christ who is presented in the Bible, not one that someone makes up.
Please, please, please do not try to create your own way to come to God.  He has already provided the only way that works.  We come through Jesus.
The peace offering looks a lot like the burnt offering of Leviticus chapter one with a couple of important exceptions.  None of the burnt offering was eaten by Aaron or the priests; all of it was consumed in the fire while the priests looked on.  However, in the seventh chapter of Leviticus, you find that Aaron and the priests got to eat of the shoulder and the breast of the peace offering.
  The burnt offering is a picture of Jesus Christ giving His whole life on the cross to meet the requirements of God the Father.  The peace offering is a picture of Jesus Christ making peace with God the Father on our behalf.  When the burnt sacrifice was offered, the priests looked on just as we look at Jesus on the cross and by faith accept that His death was sufficient.  When the peace offering was sacrificed, the priests took action by partaking of the offering.   
What does this mean to us as believer-priests?  When the peace offering was sacrificed, the priests took an active role; they ate of the shoulder, the place of strength, and the breast, the portion that covers the heart.  They were involved with and sustained by this offering.  As they ate their portion of the peace offering, they could meditate on what this offering meant to them – it gave them peace with God Almighty.  
In our case, the peace offering is a type of Jesus Christ, who made peace for us.  In order to enjoy the peace that He made on our behalf, we have to partake of Him.  And we get to partake of His strength (symbolized by the shoulder) and we receive His love (the portion that covers the heart).  Romans 5:1 says that we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ who (according to Romans 4:24) was delivered for our offences and raised again for our justification.    

We must partake of Jesus’ life and death in order to grasp the truth that we now have peace with God by His blood.  We have to act in faith to admit our need and to receive His provision for peace.  We cannot bring any other provision that will earn peace with God.  We have to partake of the only one that has been or ever will be provided – Jesus Christ.  Then we are sustained daily by partaking of His Word  
Let me restate the last portion of Romans 5:1 – we have peace with God.  We no longer need to run and hide from God.  We do not need to live in guilt for our past sins.  We do not need to fear God.  Why?  Because we now have peace with God the Father by the blood of Jesus Christ – our peace offering. 
Looking back at the peace offering on the altar, the priests ate the shoulder and breast; God received the inward parts.  If you were a priest you would thank God for that!  But what does this mean?  Why did the LORD receive “the fat that covereth the inwards, and all the fat that is upon the inwards, and the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them, which is by the flanks, and the caul above the liver, with the kidneys”, as it says in Leviticus chapter three.  Possibly because God’s primary concern was with the inward portion of the offering.  God looks on the heart
.  It wasn’t Jesus’ personal appearance that pleased the Father; it was His heart, the unseen inside of Jesus that satisfied the need of the Father to make peace with us.
Now, imagine being a priest in the tabernacle of Israel.  While you’re on duty one man brings in a lamb for a peace offering; another comes later in the day and brings a bullock.  You come back to the tent and give the good news to the rest of us, “Hey, we’re going to eat well tonight, the peace offering has been sacrificed!”  We would have a real appreciation for the peace offering that had been sacrificed.  

Now imagine going days without any peace offering being sacrificed.  We would get pretty hungry and pretty thin because the Old Testament priests were dependent upon a constant provision of sacrifices in order to be sustained.  
If you are feeling a bit faint; if your walk with Jesus seems to lack peace, then maybe it is because you haven’t been partaking of the offering.  As believers in Jesus Christ, we are sustained constantly by the one peace offering made at the cross.  It was there that Jesus proclaimed, “It is finished!”  So, you can be sure that all that was required to sustain our peace with God has been accomplished and you can rest in the finished work of Jesus on the cross. 

The Lord also told Moses that the fat and the blood were not to be eaten. The fat was considered the best part.  There wasn’t as much finish or fat on animals then as now and fat was an important source of energy for the people.  In the Israelites case, they were not to eat of the fat.  It was an act of faith to offer it unto the LORD.  It was an act of submission to give the best to God rather than taking the best for themselves and offering the leftovers on the altar.  
God doesn’t want or need our leftovers nor does He want our hand-me-downs.  He asked the best of us and we are blessed when we act in faith to give it.  Prayer, Bible study and fellowship with the LORD aren’t something that we do if we have the time.  Prayer, Bible Study and fellowship with the LORD are to be THE priorities of our lives.  He deserves the best part of our day, not the part that’s left over.
Neither were the Israelites to eat the blood.  According to Leviticus 17:11 The life of the flesh is in the blood: and I have given it to you upon the altar to make an atonement for your souls: for it is the blood that maketh an atonement for the soul.  When all of the blood was poured out at the base of the altar, this was a picture of all of the life of Jesus being poured out on the cross.  He didn’t hold anything back; He gave the Father His all on our behalf.  The atonement for our sin was made by the blood; our new life in Christ literally came from the blood of Jesus.  
Our physical life is dependent upon the blood in our bodies; our spiritual life is dependent upon the blood that Jesus poured out on the cross.  The blood was and is sacred. 
No one sacrifice could explain all that Jesus would accomplish in His life or His death.  That is why God gave the Israelites five sacrifices to teach about the One who was to come.  Thank God that we, as believers in Jesus, are the beneficiaries of all of them in Christ.  He is the whole burnt offering given to the Father.  He is our meal offering, the perfect life lived before the Father.  He is our peace offering who made peace with the Father for us.
Through Christ, you have peace with God the Father.  Remember, Romans 5:1: Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ.  

In the coming chapters we will also see that He became sin for us as the sin offering, and He removed the offence of our sin as the trespass offering.  All that Jesus accomplished through His sacrifice was given to us - freely.  
As we look at the shadows of Christ in Leviticus, written 1500 years before Jesus came to earth as a man, we are able to focus our eyes more clearly on Him now as the author and the finisher of our faith, who for the joy that was set before Him, endured the cross, despising the shame of it (Hebrews 12:1-2).  And when we focus on Jesus, the problems of this world fade away.  Why?  Because the issues of this life are put back into their proper perspective when we see them in the light of the perfection and love and grace of Jesus Christ.   Amen?  Amen.
� Ye also, as lively stones, are built up a spiritual house, an holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.  (I Peter 2:5)�And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the first begotten of the dead, and the prince of the kings of the earth. Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood, and hath made us kings and priests unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.
